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News of our trainees...
Our two trainees Alex and Wasanapi are now studying the second year of their training 
with The School of Homeopathy Distance Learning Course and they are developing into 
fine homeopaths.  The Charity supports and facilitates their training, supplying them 
with bursaries for living costs and books to study. This is complemented with support 
and guidance from the fully trained homeopathic volunteers whom we recruit to run the 
clinics in Maun.  An apprenticeship-style training model has developed which is effective; 
the trainees learn from their books and from assisting in our clinics.  It is inspiring to see 
their progress professionally and their personal transformation.  Here is what Wasanapi 
and Alex, the two trainees, say about their experiences:

“Hi guys!  It is very nice and pleasing 
to talk to you through the Project 
Newsletter.  This is the first time, and I’m 
happy to do it.

I’m very pleased to learn homeopathy 
especially when I am going to be one of 
the first to practice it here.  As you know, 
homeopathy is new in Botswana.  I am 
encouraged to learn to be a homeopath 
as I want to help the government here. 
I am now in my second year of training 
and I am enjoying it.  The homeopathy 
volunteers coming out here are very 
supportive.  They help me a lot.  I have 
also changed myself personally with self 
reflection.

My challenge is that, as you may be 
aware, in English some of the words are 
difficult, the homeopathy books written 
way back.  I think I manage to deal with 
this through the aid of the volunteers.

Now we are planning to open a 
central clinic, which gives us a way of 
progressing with our work here in Maun.

Thanks for listening to me and I hope 
to keep in touch with you.  ‘Bye for now.”  

Wasanapi Kapii
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“My name is Alex Sarefo and I am a 
second-year student with The School of 
Homeopathy.  Three years ago I was at 
Medical School studying to become a 
Doctor.  However, I volunteered to work 
for the Maun Homeopath Project and got 
converted by holistic care and its clinical 
results.

Besides my studies, I work full time 
in the clinics.  We do a lot of outreach 
work in rural settlements around my 
hometown.  Our clinics mainly focus on 
people living with HIV and AIDS and 
women traumatized by rape and violence.  
No one could doubt the positive changes 
and hope that homeopathy has brought to 
my people.  The record speaks for itself.

Different homeopaths from the 
UK volunteer to come and work on the 
Project.  This gives me an opportunity to 
observe how each one of them approaches 
their cases.
